NOTIFICATION OF MINISTRY OF PUBLIC HEALTH
RE: NOTIFICATION OF AN ORDER OF SUSPENSION AND REVOCATION OF CERTIFICATES OF NOTIFICATION
AND LICENSES B.E.2560 (2017)

Whereas it is expedient to define the criteria, procedures, and conditions in relation to the notification
of an order of suspension and revocation of certificates of notification and licenses;

By virtue of section 5 paragraph one, section 6 (16), and section 40 paragraph two of the Pathogens and
Animal Toxins Act B.E.2558 (2015), the Minister of Public Health by the advice of the Pathogens and Animal

Toxins Committee, hereby issues the Notification as follows:

Clause 1 This Notification is called the “Notification of Ministry of Public Health Re: Notification of an

Order of Suspension and Revocation of Certificates of Notification and Licenses B.E.2560 (2017)”.

Clause 2 This Notification shall come into force as from the day following the date of its publication in

the Government Gazette.

Clause 3 Notification of an order of suspension and revocation of certificates of notification and licenses
shall be conducted by any one of the following:

(1) delivering written notification of such order by an official of Department of Medical Sciences to a
person receiving a certificate of notification or a license at an address specified in the certificate of notification
or the license; in the case where a person receiving a certificate of notification or a licensee is not found, or a
person receiving a certificate of notification or a license refuses such certificate of order notification, the certificate
shall be sent to any person who is sui juris residing or working at such premises; in the case of such person
refuses, an official of Department of Medical Sciences shall deposit or post such certificate on where it is
noticeable at such premises before the officials as prescribed in the administrative procedure law;

(2) delivering written notification of such order via mail with return receipt requested to a person
receiving a certificate of notification or a licensee at an address specified in the certificate of notification or the
license;

(3) notifying such order via electronic means to a person receiving a certificate of notification or a
licensee, and written notification of order under (1) or (2) shall also be delivered, in which there shall be a
document system made in the form of electronic information, policy and guidelines on information security in

accordance with the criteria and procedures for electronic transactions in the public sector.

Clause 4 In the case of urgent necessity, an order of suspension of a certificate of notification or a
license and an order of revocation of a certificate of notification or a license shall be notified via the means of
fax, in which evidence of such faxing shall be provided and a certificate of order notification shall also be sent

in accordance with Clause 3 (1) or (2).

Clause 5 The Director-General of Department of Medical Sciences shall have charge and control over

the execution of this Notification.
